Context 

The UAE has demonstrated a strong commitment to addressing climate change through its active participation and leadership in COP28 and by the establishment of the Emirates Framework for Global Climate Resilience. This framework aligns with the Global Goal on Adaptation set by the Paris Agreement, underscoring the UAE's proactive approach to climate action in general and climate adaptation in particular. By setting ambitious targets, the UAE signals its leadership and dedication to fostering a sustainable and climate-resilient future.
A National Adaptation Plan (NAP) is a strategic framework designed to help countries address the impacts of climate change by identifying vulnerabilities, prioritizing actions, and integrating adaptation measures across various sectors. The NAP process enables systematic assessment of climate risks and the development of targeted strategies to enhance resilience. It serves as the primary vehicle for implementing climate adaptation at the national level, ensuring that countries can effectively address their unique challenges and protect their communities, economies, and environments from climate-related impacts.
To advance the development of the UAE NAP and given COP29, the Ministry of Climate Change and Environment (MOCCAE), in collaboration with the Global Green Growth Institute (GGGI), has developed a series of stakeholder consultation questions. These questions aim to explore climate governance baselines, stakeholder mapping, and engagement, alongside assessments of gender and social safeguards. This survey helps identify existing strengths and gaps and to ensures it accurately captures the needs and priorities of the UAE by consulting with key actors at Federal and Emirate levels. Findings of this survey will provide high-level recommendations to support the development of the UAE NAP.
